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Rule Changes
� Winter Championship qualifiers can now begin on 1st October

� Downgrading application forms available on BRC website, the committee will now consider 
requests to downgrade to prelim level

� Practising over obstacles – 18 days

� Quadrille can include any combination of junior and senior riders

� Trot up will be held for quadrille horses

� Hat tagging and body protector checks will take place at BRC qualifiers and 
championships

� Teams no longer need to nominate reserves
